The attorney will defend tenants against eviction in
cases filed in the Stanley Mosk, Chatsworth, Van Nuys, Pasadena, and West Covina
courthouses. The attorney will work directly with clients and engage in all stages of litigation,
including pleadings, discovery, motions, hearings, settlement, administrative hearings, and trial.
